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We believe that the most effective answer to the challenge of achieving youth employment are central structures that channel all efforts to increase the sustainable employment of youth: YES Country Networks (YCN). YCNs draw support from the private, public, and NGO sectors, with expertise of the local situation, to fulfill this central role. 

Therefore, we propose that the Ministerial Forum recognize the YES Country Networks as key partners in the fight against youth unemployment, and assist the YCNs as they: 

1. Cooperate with the media to raise awareness about the problems of youth unemployment among the public, private and non-governmental sectors;

2. Perform a bridge-building role between donors and youth employment-related projects;

3. Advertise the benefits of private entrepreneurship, organize the establishment of microcredits at financial institutions, and promote the careful deregulation of economies to give more freedom and opportunities to young business ventures;

4. Certify youth employment initiatives and youth enterprises with a seal of quality that will aid investors and the young entrepreneurs themselves in receiving tax benefits and microcredit assistance;

5. Exchange best practices between schools in different regions and countries on how to improve education quality and availability, with an emphasis on updating programs;

6. Facilitate the connection between private sector educational investments and those regional institutions that have agreed to implement these investments in a mutually accepted education development scheme;

7. Implement programs that will reduce social discrimination and civil injustices to create opportunities for unemployed youths to enter the labor market;

8. Promote the creation of Information Centers, especially in developing countries, to make information technology available to all young people;

9. Monitor and evaluate working conditions for youths in all sectors of employment;

10. Maintain websites where best practices can be exchanged, and where youth employment initiatives can request funding, under the umbrella of an international website, administrated by YES. 
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
