So if we want more water for cities and municipalities and for other different uses, better use, and more efficient use of the irrigation.  Secretary General of the UN called more drop to drop.  So there is a lot to do in changing the way that we use the water, changing irrigation patterns, people are getting busy inventing pumps, new ways of doing irrigation.  
Thirdly, as citizens we simply got to look at water differently we cannot let taps run, we cannot run tap to brush our teeth.  We purify safe, standardize water we do in most cities.



They are employment opportunities in rural water supply sector in hand pump maintenance, water quality testing and mitigation of florosis and water quality monitoring.  India has the largest population of hand pumps for million and the problem is sustainability of pumps in villages is a major problem.  
There is avenue for employment of unemployed youth in this area.  There are many steps in water testing firstly there is collection of water sample from source testing with fields, test kits.  These are use friendly and reliable and sending samples to district laboratory for detailed testing by skilled manpower and then the unemployed youth can be utilized in collection of water samples from the source doing simple test in the field and educating the public.  One of the priority issues confronting India particularly Andhra Pradesh is the incidence of high fluoride level.  
Water quality monitoring it is very necessary to test and retest all water sources in the villages.  The system need back up support services for periodic monitoring of fluoride content in drinking water.  The government of India has introduced sector reform in rural water supply through special dara scheme. It is a demand-driven effort in rural water supply programme.  Objective of this scheme is to provide sustainable drinking water system in rural areas.



The data has proved that if you provide individual sanitary latrines to less than 70% of the village is not going to really help because of the rest of 30% are going to effect the health of other people who are living in the community.  
Therefore it is necessary for us to advocate for investments in water and sanitation sector for providing safe drinking water and to provide access to sanitation rather than investing huge amounts of money and continue to invest huge amounts of money on health care.  So I suppose you carry this message back and prove how investment in water quality, and sanitation is going to help the economy as a whole and there by improve the employment opportunities and productive life of the youth.  
The second point is look at waste water as resource and instead of supplying fresh water for non critical application in industry and other uses which can take recycle water for reuse we need to look at putting in place the waste water treatment facilities so that we will be able to swap the waste water treated by pushing it for agriculture purposes and to that extent swap equalent quantity of fresh water which is available for drinking water purposes and unless we plan in this direction we will no ensure the sustainability for water sector in future.  

