ICNYP International Conference on National Youth Policy "Youth Participation, Governance and Democratic Citizenship"11-14 December 2006, Vienna, Austria

The ICNYP International Conference was held in cooperation with the Council of Europe / European Youth Foundation and the Youth Policy Unit of the Austrian Federal Ministry of Social Security, Generations and Consumer Protection. It was organised by the Young European Federalists Austria (BEJ/JEF-Austria) on behalf of the International Council on National Youth Policy (ICNYP) and its Secretary General, Mr. William D.Angel.

The conference was an international experts meeting for the exchange of experiences on national youth policy, and it was not a political meeting so it did not adopt any political declarations nor resolutions. However, there were meetings of working groups and out of these conclusions and recommendations were made. English was the working language.

This third ICNYP International Conference brought together about 200 representatives from Ministries responsible for Youth, representatives of National Youth Councils as well as municipal and provincial Youth NGOs from all Council of Europe Member States and from similar bodies in other parts of the world (Africa, Asia and Pacific, Latin America, North America, Western Asia and Arab regions).

YES Campaign International Advisor, Bremley Lyngdoh participated on a panel discussing item 5 on the agenda which focused on "Priority Issues of a National Youth Policy - Youth participation in employment governance, poverty-alleviation and democratic citizenship". After his
presentation Bremley answered an array of questions from the floor about the work and achievements of the YES Campaign and its YES Country Networks.
