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The INFOYOUTH Network was initiated in 1991 by UNESCO in order to meet two main challenges: on the one hand, the necessity to counteract the splintering of various scattered information sources and networks on youth, and on the other, the urgent need to implement appropriate and coherent youth policies from the local to the global level.

Through the extensive use of information and communication technologies and the forming of partnerships with private sector and civil society partners at all levels, INFOYouth is seeking to bring attention to and develop proactive strategies to address challenges facing young people as well as seeking to empower them to participate in making a positive impact in their communities. 

Along with its partners, INFOYouth has been particularly active in promoting, various projects around the globe that stimulate the active participation of youths in the economic life of their society. These efforts focus not only on helping youths to acquire employable skills, but also by providing those youths who possess an entrepreneurial vision with assistance, information and support structures/services to realize these dreams. INFOYouth is also actively providing training in the use of computers with a special focus on ensuring that disadvantaged persons are able to develop the computer skills that are so much in demand in today’s workplace. Already youths in over 50 countries have benefited from such programs being carried out by the INFOYouth network.
By presenting key results/concepts and examples of projects undertaken by INFOYouth in Latin America and the Caribbean, Africa, South East Asia and the Caucasus we hope to show some strategies that have worked and which could possibly be replicated in other regions to stimulate youth employment creation. We also hope, that through the sharing of ideas and interacting with this diverse group of dynamic young people, to discover new ideas for further improving our ongoing programs.
